Main priorities and activities (the numbers are not indicating any order of priority)  

1. Influencing EU transport policy (see AP, item 1, 2, 5, 10)   

-Permanent monitoring of EU policy within transport sector 
-Following up previous responses to EU transport policy, in particular 
regarding the development of Motorways of the Seas (MoS), in co-operation 
with the BSC and the CPMR  

2. Promoting partnerships on ports and sea transport (see AP item 3, 4)  

-Identify and approach relevant co-operation partners  
-Follow-up co-operation with the European Short Sea Network  ESN 
-Co-operation with and dissemination of findings from relevant Interreg-
projects on sea & intermodal transport 
-Feed into the work of the Issue group on Sustainable shipping under the 
North Sea Conference 2006
