In connection to the report it
was discussed if the NSC wanted to be more visible and to be an active part in the
Open Days 2008. Hilde Donker will investigate the possibilities and follow up this issue.
CoR has started the discussions regarding the budget for 2014-20, this will be an
important discussion for the future regional cooperation.

FOGAR was discussed and a
report regarding the CPMR involvement will be given at the Political Bureau meeting in
January 08.

Maritime Policy Blue Paper was presented by Commissionaire Borg. Most of the NSC
comments are in the paper. We must try to have the North Sea Region as a pilot area
for implementation of the policy.

The CPMR membership fee will be raised by 5% in 2008 and just by inflation in 2009
and 2010.
