- Future of NSC, the thematic groups and the co-ordinators  

  A major theme at all three meetings since last General Assembly in Gothenburg. The group 
has tried and relate to the new strategies of the NSC and have decided on a three-leg 
strategy, focusing on 

1. Political leadership 
2. The European Agenda (on culture and tourism) 
3. Increased co-operation between member regions on culture and tourism as major 

elements in future regional development and the implementation of the Lisbon 
strategy 

It has also been decided to establish two sub-groups, one working on the European Agenda 
and closely monitoring ongoing processes, the other looking into increased culture and 
tourism co-operation between member regions and with a special responsibility to look into 
ways of funding a project on culture and tourism and regional development in a North Sea 
perspective.
