4.a Election of Vice - President.

The current Vice-President is Audrey Findlay, whose twoyear term is ending, placing the
position of Vice-President up for election.

NSC members were notified of this on 12 April 2005 and a call for candidates was placed on
the NSC website on the same day..

Vice-President Findlay has informed the President and secretariat of the NSC that she would
like to continue in the position of Vice-President for a further two-year term and is the only
candidate for the post.

Recommendation:

4.b Confirmation of the election of Vice President Peter Byman, done
at Executive Committee meeting October 15™,

At the 13" Annual Business Meeting in Sweden one post of Vice-President became vacant
due to the election of Gunn Marit Helgesen as the new President. The meeting agreed to
allow the Executive Committee elect a new Vice-President among its members.
