4)  Economic Development Group  Action Plan 2005  2006  

a) The North Sea Commission Website 
The NSC Website is frequently updated with news from the Economic Development Group 
and the Renewable Energy Subgroup. It is the EDG s intention to use the website as one of 
our news channels.   

b) Newletters 
In addition to the NSC Website the EDG will produce Newsletters which will be sent to the 
NSC secretariat and all the thematic groups, contacts, politicians  aso. It is also important to 
disseminate information, minutes, decisions etc from the NSC meetings and the thematic 
groups to group members, colleges, superiors, politicians and other contacts.   

c) Members work profile 
An inquiry was sent to the members of the Economic Development Group and the 
Renewable Energy Subgroup in order to survey the members work activities, tasks and 
responsibilities, and their employers plans and strategies towards international work / EU.  
Following this, a  database of group members work profiles was created and published on 
the NSC website.  
This may be helpful both to our group as well as contacts in other thematic groups, other 
networks a.s.o., and it may make it easier for finding future project partners, and for taking 
political positions on issues within the North Sea area.  

e) Job shadowing scheme 
The EDG is investigating the feasibility of creating a Job shadowing scheme for group 
members. This may also be interesting for other thematic groups, and we believe it may be 
one of the outcomes of the Lisbon agenda.  
The aim is to learn from each other, expand our network, and enlarge our knowledge about 
how we work in the different parts of the North Sea area, about procedures, how politics work 
and economic development tasks are carried out, etc.  
The EDG and the Education and Research group intend to co-operate on this issue.
